Chair’s welcome

MP welcomed everyone to the Board meeting.

2.
Apologies/conflicts of interest/substitutions


Apologies for absence had been received from Peter Munns, Pat Clark, Colin 
Mitchell and 
Bill Perkins.  There were no conflicts of interest or 
substitutions.

3.
Minutes of previous meeting held on 24th May 2006   


These were accepted as a true record of the proceedings.

4.
Matters Arising


MP informed the Board he had written to the Leader of the Council, Councillor 
Richard Smith regarding Council representation on the Board and had 
received a 
reply from Pam Donnellan saying she would look into the matter, but MP had heard 
nothing direct from the Leader.  The Board considered this discourteous and it 
was agreed MP would write again.


MP also informed the Board the merger of the two local PCTs would take place on 
30th September 2006.  He had no more information at present.


5.
Finance Report - Noel Raine


NR talked the Board through his Finance summary.  There was £29,138 
currently available for new projects.  With regard to community grants JL 
pointed out that the £12,000 set aside for the Boscombe Eye would not be fully 
spent and as there would not be another edition there would be a further £4476 
available from that unspent allocation.


After discussion with RH the Board were informed the Capital spend 
regarding 
Shelley Manor could not be shown as £200,000 ring fenced by 
SWRDA until such 
time as the application had been resubmitted and approved by the RDA.


NP confirmed that Chris Wakefield had now updated the application which had 
been sent to Martin Fine for independent appraisal, which will be paid for out of 
the Shelley Manor Project Manager costings.   Martin Fine will come to present 
his recommendations to the 27th September Board meeting.  The Board will vote 
and if carried the approval will then need to be ratified by the RDA, with the 
intention of them taking on the project post-SRB.  The Business Plan had been 
received earlier that day.   JR asked if the Business Plan was outside of the PCT 
and Doctors' areas of interest and NP confirmed it was.

6.
NM/HLC/updates


At the last NM Board it had been agreed to set up a limited company and seek 
charitable status following that.


NP read out a short update on Healthy Living and informed the Board that Bev 
Heptin had been brought in on a consultancy basis for 3 months to report on 
sustainability of the Health Living hub.   The outcome should be known at the end 
of August.  

7.
SRB Scheme Manager update


NP reported he had attended a Health Scrutiny Panel meeting the day before 
the Board when Shelley Manor was discussed.  It appeared there had been a 
misunderstanding between the Doctors and the PCT regarding the required 
Business Plan.  JR informed the Board the PCT have been waiting for some time 
for the Doctors and the Developers to come back with a Business Plan.  If they 
can come back to the PCT with a Plan within the required budget of £100,000 the 
PCT would support them.    A Medical Centre in Palmerston Road on land owned by 
the PCT was another option to pursue if the Doctors cannot meet the required 
budget for the move to Shelley Manor.


NP was preparing a report on a Borough-wide Regeneration and Renewal 
Strategy which had yet to be approved by his Line Manager before going to 
Cabinet.

2.
Matters Arising


Dawn Bevan has commented that in the minutes of 24th May it states that NM 
has asked Professor Carley to undertake a survey of Boscombe.  NM are going to 
commission a Housing Stock Survey but this will be advertised as part of the 
formal tendering process.  He will be able to apply like everyone else but there 
will be sealed tendering process possibly followed by some form of shortlisting 
interview.

3.
Succession


Stuart Twiss tabled the Local Area Agreement Bournemouth Long List and gave a 
slide presentation.



There were three service delivery themes :-


1.
Working with and through the community in their neighbourhoods 


(25 outcomes)


2.
Working across Bournemouth where needs are not met through 


neighbourhood working (52 outcomes)


3.
Working across Poole, Bournemouth and the conurbation towards a 


long term vision for Bournemouth (11 outcomes)


As the paper is quite detailed the 
Board were invited to take the papers 
away and to read the lists of outcomes and NP would notify ST about the 
ones the Board were interested in sponsoring.  


The Board felt that the Bournemouth Partnership had far too many 
members (circa 300) to be able to decide and vote decisively on 
anything. 


RH said the RDA saw the Local Area Agreement as the way forward and 
will channel any funding through the LAA.  They had nothing set up outside of 
LAA.


Mark Gillespie of GOSW said he had no experience of any SRB schemes 
continuing after RDA funding ceased.


The LAA was not accountable to anyone at present although this may 
change 
after the anticipated Government White Paper is published.


The Chair thanked ST for presenting and talking through such a detailed 
and complicated document.
